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Share of Park Users (By Island): Tracking

In contrast to the other three Islands, Hawai‘i Island’s share of park users doubled, driven by
refinement in methodology with more parks with multiple location counting. Although Kaua‘i’s
volume increased 3%, its share slipped 2 points. O‘ahu and Maui each show a 4% decline in park
users resulting in a -5 point drop in share for O‘ahu and -2 points for Maui.

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Dimensions of Park Usage

Scenic, Experience, and Facilities are the three factors that drive park users’ satisfaction. Scenic is
more important for driving out-of-state visitors’ satisfaction (61%), followed by Experience (27%), and
facilities (11%). While not as important as out-of-state visitors, Scenic has more than half of total
effect on residents’ satisfaction on park. Facilities fall in second with 25% while Experience has

smaller impact of 19%.
