SecrroN 1. That the Minister of the Interior is hereby
authorized and instructed to cause portions of the public lands
which are suitable for the purpose and not at the time held

by any person under lease from %w Government, ‘to be sur-

veyed and laid out. in lots not over twenty and not less than
two acres in extent in dry or kula land, and not over two

- acres in extent in wet or kalo land, with convenient roads in

connection therewith. 4

Szorron 2. Upon the ooBEmmou of any such survey the
Minister of the Interior shall appoint three appraisers, one of
whom shall be the surveyor who has laid out. the land, and

the other two residents of the distriet in which such land is

situated, who shall examine the lots so laid out and @gw&me
the same in their discretion at reasonable market rates, and
shall report their appraisements to the Minister of the
Interior m% a written statement signed by at least two of the
said appraisers. The Minister of the Interior shall thereupon
publish a notice in the Hawaiian language, and if he deem
advisable, in any other language in which newspapers in the
Kingdom are wzgmgm which notice shall be'in substance
as follows:
