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Kalikolehua Kanaele Motion to Join MAUNA KEA ANAINA HOU

MOTION REQUESTING TIME TO RESPOND TO EXHIBITS
OBJECTIONS AND RELATED MATTERS

Now comes Kalikolehua Kanaele and moves the Hearing Officer to
schedule time in which the parties may file responses to exhibit
objections and to provide additional relief on related matters.

In setting the schedule for addressing the admission of exhibits, the
Hearing Officer scheduled March 9, 2017 as the deadline for the filing
of motions to have exhibits accepted in evidence.

The Hearing Officer also scheduled March 16, 2017 as the deadline for
filling objections to exhibits being admitted into evidence.
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The Hearing Officer scheduled March 23, 2017 as the date the Hearing
Officer will file a minute order regarding exhibits to be accepted into
evidence.

What the Hearing Officer did not schedule was any time for parties to
respond to objections.

The absence of any response time became a serious matter when the
Applicant and TIO filed extensive objections to exhibits that numerous
parties have moved to be
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admitted as evidence. The objections run into the hundreds.
These voluminous objections are counter to the expectations of the
Hearing

Officer, repeated numerous times throughout the hearing process, that
almost all exhibits would be admitting subject to the weight they would
be given and very few objections would be expected.

The actions of the Applicant and TIO, contrary to what the Hearing
Officer expected, prejudiced and severely burdened those opposing the
permit application.

This motion is filed to bring these matters to the attention of the Hearing
Officer and to identify what appear to be partial remedies for a situation
that is perhaps without remedy.

Mauna Kea Anaina Hou herein moves the Hearing Officer to schedule
time for parties to respond to objections and to provide other relief
called for by the circumstances. Movant files the accompanying
memorandum in support of Motion for Time to Respond.
