TMT International Observatory,LLC ("TIO"), by and through its undersigned counsel,

hereby submits its Position Statement Re: William Freitas Motion to Procedural Clarification

Concerning Transcript Errors ("Motion"). In the Motion, Mr. Freitas alleges certain errors in



cefiain transcripts from the Contested Case Hearing. Mr. Freitas' sole request for relief in the

Motion is for the Hearing Off,rcer to personally advise him as to how to "make rectifications of

the transcript." Id. TIO submits this Position Statement in response to Mr. Freitas' request in the

Motion.

Mr. Freitas is pro se in this case. Mr. Freitas' pro se status, however, does not entitle him

to receive or obligate this Hearing Officer to provide him with personal instruction on legal

procedure. To the contrary, the United States Supreme Court stated in McKaskle v. Wisgins,

465 U.S. 168 (19S4) that "[a] [pro se] defendant does not have a constitutional right to receive

personal instruction from the trial judge on courtroom procedure. Nor does the Constitution

require judges to take over chores for a pro se defendant that would normally be attended to by

trained counsel as a matter of course." Id. at 183-184; see also Mnl¡ w Crnu¡n Rev l\.zfqrina Ina

704F.3d239,243 (3rd Cir. 2013) (noting that "there is no case law requiring courts to provide

general legal advice to pro se parties" and that "[i]n a long line of cases, the Supreme Court has

repeatedly concluded that courts are under no such obligation [to provide general legal advice to

pro se parties]") (emphasis in original).

Consequently, Mr. Freitas does not have "a constitutional right" to receive the advice he

is requesting from the Hearing Officer in the Motion. The Hearing Officer is also under no

obligation to provide Mr. Freitas the advice he is requesting in the Motion.
