MINUTE ORDER NO. 70

(Order Grantng Brannon Kamahana Kealoha Motion of
Clarification Reserving Rights to Participate (Doc. 450))

Brannon Kamahana Kealoha (“Kealoha”) filed Brannon Kamahana Kealoha Motion of
Clarification Reserving Rights to Participate (“Motion for Clarification” ) (Doc. 450), on January
26, 2017. Other than the Motion for Clarification, there were no other submissions for the
Hearing Officer’s consideration.

The Motion for Clarification is confusing as to exactly what is being asked. The relief
sought appears to be:

(1) Allowance to appear by phone for the scheduling conference set for Thursday,
January 26, 2017, due to “sever economic and hearing scheduling subjugation” [sic];

(2) Permission to add Leinaala Sleightholm and Mehana Kihoi as witnesses;
(3) Permission to add movant (himself) as a witness;

(4) Request that the testimonies of Kihoi, Sleightholm and movant (himself) be on the
same day, preferably during the last week of witness testimony;

(5) Reserve “my rights to participate in all cross examinations, motions, findings of facts,
and all other petitioner concerns;” and

(6) Withdraw Kimo Keaulana and Alohalani Brown as witnesses from his original
witness list as they were “subjugated by the schedule set forth by this process.”

For good cause shown, the request to appear by phone (item (1) above) is granted.
Regarding the requests pertaining to witnesses to testify and scheduling (items (2), (3), (4), and
(6) above), those matters were discussed and decided on Thursday, January 26, 2017. On the
matter of Kealoha’s request to “reserve” his right to participate (item (5) above), Kealoha’s
position as a party-participant remains status quo.

Based upon the motion, all applicable law, the entire record having been considered by
the Hearing Officer,

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Motion for Clarification is GRANTED as
specifically noted herein.

Motion to Reconsider. A party, who believes it appropriate, may file a motion to
reconsider using the procedure set out herein. Any Motion for Reconsideration shall not be used
to reargue the motion or set out positions of a purely repetitious nature or to present factual or

legal grounds that could or should have been presented at the original hearing. AMFAC, Inc. v.

Waikiki Beachcomber Inv. Co., 74 Haw. 85, 114 (1992).

The deadline for submission of any motion to reconsider this minute order is no later

than 5 business days after the date this Minute Order is filed in the Documents Library. Any

responses to motions to reconsider, shall be submitted no later than 10 business days after the

order is filed in the Documents Library; essentially 5 business days after the deadline for motions

to reconsider.



Any Motion to Reconsider shall be considered a non-hearing motion unless otherwise
designated by the Hearing Officer.
