Incomprehensible Submissions.  The following documents filed by C.M. Kanuha, were 

submitted entirely in the Hawaiian Language.  They are effectively incomprehensible without an 

accompanying translation to English.  The Hawai`i State Constitution, Article XV, §4 states: 

“English and Hawaiian shall be the official languages of Hawai`i, except that Hawaiian shall 

be required for public acts and transactions only as provided by law.”  (emphasis added) 

There is no legal requirement for the tribunal to provide for Hawaiian translation in this 

contested case hearing.  Parties were told several times throughout the hearing that translations 

would be necessary if documents and testimony were offered in the Hawaiian language; this 

included a dialog about the issue with C.M. Kanuha on December 1, 2016 (Tr. Vol. 10, 12-1-

2016, 35:4-36:19,) in the course of the hearing on that day.
