Temple of Lono (“Temple”) filed Temple of Lono’s Motion to Board of Land and
Natural Resources to Dismiss HA-3568, on March 19, 2017 [Doc. 516]. Harry Fergerstrom and
Joseph K. Camara filed joinders to the motion [Doc.
