SIHP numbers so for the most part all the burials have GPS and is in the
GIS system so at this point in time that is the inventory.

Previously identified, under the rules refers to burials that are found as
part of an AIS, and anything that is not found through the AIS process is
considered inadvertents.

The Hawaiian tradition of hanai ‘ing children is recognized in the law and
there is some case law for it, unfortunately I have to say | am not that well
versed except to say that | know I it is recognized as being similar or the
same as having an adopted child and they are recognized as being part of
the family so that’s something that we could possibly work with SHPD and
look at other law outside of the burial laws to see if there would be some
way to reconcile those two cultural traditions with the law as it’s stated.
Kea, if you can remember to send that question over to us, we can look
into it and see what we can come up with as far an answer regarding
whether or not that type of relationship would qualify for recognition as a
lineal.

Send a request to me so that either myself or I can assign it to somebody
to do some research into this and then we should have a discussion with
us and SHPD because part of it will require a cultural component as well
as legal component to it and obviously we have to rely on you guys for a
cultural component so my suggestion is also try to get as much background
as you can on the hanai tradition in that area if it’s different than in other
areas then we can discuss it.

Pursuant to §92-3 Hawai‘i Revised Statutes (HRS), all interested persons shall be afforded an opportunity to present oral
testimony or submit data, views, or arguments, in writing on any agenda item. Additionally, pursuant to a policy adopted
by the Hawai‘i Island Burial Council at its November 17, 2005 meeting, oral testimony for items listed on the agenda is
limited to three minutes per person, per agenda item.

Pursuant to §92-4, 892-5(a)(8), and 86E-43.5 HRS, and upon compliance with the procedures set forth in §92-4, HRS, the
council may go into a closed meeting to consider information that involves the location or description of a burial site.

Pursuant to §92-2.5(d) HRS, if a meeting must be cancelled due to lack of quorum, the present council members may elect
to continue to receive testimony and presentations on items on the agenda.

A request to be placed on a burial council meeting agenda must be made with the Burial Sites Program staff at least two
weeks preceding the scheduled meeting date. In addition, the request must be accompanied by all related documents.
Failure to comply with this procedure will delay the item to the following month’s agenda.

Po‘okela St., Hilo, HI 96720. Individuals requiring special assistance or auxiliary aids or services (e.g., sign language
interpreter, wheelchair accessibility, or parking designated for the disabled) at the HIBC meeting, please contact staff at
least 72-hours prior to the meeting at (808) 933-7653 so that arrangements can be made.
