Pursuant to Hawaiʻi Revised Statutes (HRS) §92-3, all interested persons shall be afforded an opportunity to present oral 
testimony or written testimony on any agenda item. Additionally, pursuant to a policy adopted by the Molokaʻi Island 
Burial Council at its August 20, 2016 meeting, oral testimony for items listed on the agenda is limited to three minutes 
per person per agenda item. 

 
Interested persons can submit written testimony in advance of each meeting that will be distributed to Council Members 
prior to the meeting. Written testimony must be submitted no later than 24 hours prior to the meeting to ensure time for 
Council Members to review it. Late written testimony will be retained as part of the record, but we cannot assure Council 
Members will receive it with sufficient time for review prior to decision-making.
