Additionally, pursuant to a policy adopted by the O‘ahu Island Burial Council at its
July 28, 2021, meeting, oral testimony for items listed on the agenda is limited to five minutes
per person, per agenda item.

Failure to comply with this procedure
will delay the item to the following month’s agenda.

Written testimony that is received later than 24-
hours prior to the meeting will be retained as part of the record and distributed to the burial
council members as soon as practicable, but we cannot ensure that the council members will
receive it with sufficient time for review prior to decision-making.
