Band-rumped Storm-petrel (Oceanodroma castro). The Draft KSHCP also
addresses the impacts of lights on the Central North Pacific distinct population
segment of the listed Green Sea Turtle (Chelonia mydas).

The Draft HCP and PIPs are again presented for ESRC and public consideration
and comments.
