SUBJECT: REQUEST TO AUTHORIZE THE CHAIRPERSON TO NEGOTIATE AND
ENTER INTO A- MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)
BETWEEN STATE OF HAWAI‘I DIVISION OF FORESTRY AND WILDLIFE
(DOFAW) AND RESEARCH CORPORATION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF
HAWAI‘I (RCUH) FOR HELICOPTER AND OTHER AIRCRAFT USE

This Board Submittal requests approval to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
to establish terms and understanding for helicopter and other aircraft use between RCUH and
DOFAW. This will allow state funded projects to complete DOFAW objectives written into
grants/awards with the University of Hawai‘i.

BACKGROUND:

DOFAW is responsible for protecting and managing much of the remaining natural resources
and native ecosystems statewide, including many endangered native plants and animals.
DOFAW has a long history of partnering with RCUH to promote conservation on Hawai‘i state
lands and in cooperative partners’ lands. DOFAW and RCUH projects also collaborate with
federal partners to ensure that every effort and newest applications are being used to stop the
spread of non-native plants, and to repopulate the habitat to promote growth for native plants,
snails and birds. DOFAW is able to provide the resources to help fund the research, and RCUH
projects provide the science, staff and students to implement research in the field.

To this end, DOFAW and RCUH participate in joint helicopter operations on a regular basis.
This MOU simply sets forth the terms and understanding between RCUH and DOFAW
regarding helicopter and other aircraft use to continue to allow RCUH personnel to participate
with DOFAW in field operations requiring the use of aircraft. This will allow state-funded
projects to complete their grant objectives.

CHAPTER 343 - ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT:

This MOU has no environmental impact in and of itself. Projects and activities carried out by
the division that require helicopter or other aircraft operations will perform environmental
assessments as those projects and activities are implemented:

The RCUH Projects and DOFAW have a unique partnership and common interest in
promoting conservation on Hawai‘i state and private lands. DOFAW is in charge of
managing such state lands as Natural Area Reserves, State forest reserves, plant and
wildlife sanctuaries, game management areas, and other lands which protect much of the
remaining native Hawaiian ecosystems, including many endangered native plants and
animals statewide. The RCUH Projects also involve applied research work to protect
these plants and animals from extinction. The RCUH Projects and DOFAW also
collaborate with federal partners to ensure that every effort, as well as the newest
applications, is being used to stop the spread of non e plant competitors, and to
repopulate the habitat by promoting growth of native , and other native species such
as snails and birds. DOFAW is able to provide ¢ es to help fund the research,
and the RCUH Projects can assist by provi
