They provide emergency 
response to oil spills of all sizes and also have equipment available for oil spill prevention 
and mitigation if needed.  The Applicant provides trained personnel, equipment, and 
other resources to respond to oil spills, and mitigate damage to the environment.  The 
Applicant also provides ongoing training exercises which are tailored to their customers' 
specific needs. 
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RECOMMENDATION:   
 

That the Board authorizes the DOT Harbors to issue the Applicant three (3) 
month-to-month revocable permits for the above-stated purposes, subject to the terms and 
conditions outlined above and incorporated herein by reference, and such terms and 
conditions as may be prescribed by the Director of Transportation to best serve the 
interests of the State.
